Day 2 NAGOYA - HANDA - GAMAGORI - HOT SPRING HOTEL (MOB/L/D)

One attraction at
Korankei that is independent of the autumn colors is the Sanshu Asuke Yashiki Village, which preserves many
old houses in a village-like atmosphere.

= Arashiyama is one of the most popular sightseeing areas of Kyoto. The scenic beauty of Arashiyama and
Sagano has attracted princes, poets, and writers since the Heian age.

= Sagano Bamboo Groove ~ enjoys strolling through the alley, with feeling fouch of nature and visiting places
associated with Japanese classic.

= Kiyomizu Temple is one of the most celebrated temples in Japan and listed in the UNESCO World Heritage
